Attendance

Our attendance rate is above the state goal of 93% percent for Average Daily
Attendance (ADA) and has been increasing for the last three years. The attendance rate for
the 2005-2006 was 94.3%. All grade levels with the exception of our CDC class had
attendance levels above the state goal. Due to having some children who are medically
fragile, the CDC average attendance was 87%.

Transient Rate
New Center School endures a fluctuating student population rate due in part to the tourism

industry and the availability of affordable housing within the community. One hundred twenty-one
students transferred to New Center during the first six weeks of the 2005-2006 school year. Ninety-four
students moved from New Center to another school. This averages to a transient rate of twenty-six
percent for a six week period. In the 2004-2005 school year, two hundred four new students were
added while one hundred and twenty-nine students transferred. According to records, of those one
hundred and twenty-nine who transferred, sixty-six went to other schools within Sevier County. This
variability calculates to a sixteen percent transient rate in the student population. This abundantly high
transient rate directly impacts New Center's improvement ratings reported by the Tennessee
Comprehensive Assessment Program.

Retention & Promotion

Data shows that first grade has the largest number of students retained each year.

that goal in 2002, 2003, 2004, and 2005.
